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Regulation for the Evaluation of Student Conduct
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These regulations are formulated for evaluating student’s conduct.
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Il. The conduct score shall be given once per semester, with eighty-seven (87)

as the basic score, which points of merit or demerit shall then be added to
or deducted from to determine the final score.

% basic score + points of merit and demerit = final score
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. Calculation of merits and demerits:
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I.  Students shall receive additional 7.5, 2.5, or 1 point to the basic score
for every major merit, minor merit, or commendation, respectively.
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1i. Students shall have 7.5, 2.5, or 1 point deducted from the basic score
for every major demerit, minor demerit, or warning, respectively.
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V. Conduct scores of students enrolling after the 2011 academic year
(inclusive) shall be recorded in letter grades as listed below:
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Any dispute over interpretations of these regulations shall be resolved in the court of law based on the Chinese version.
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I. A+ shall be issued to students with scores from 90 to 100.
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1. Ashall be issued to students with scores from 85 to 89.
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ii.  A-shall be issued to students with scores from 80 to 84.
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iv. B+ shall be issued to students with scores from 77 to 79.
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v. B shall be issued to students with scores from 73 to 76.
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vi.  B- shall be issued to students with scores from 70 to 72.
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vii. C+ shall be issued to students with scores from 67 to 609.
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viii. C shall be issued to students with scores from 63 to 66.
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iIX. C-shall be issued to students with scores from 60 to 62.
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X. D shall be issued to students with scores below 59.
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V. These regulations are approved by the Student Affairs Council and the
President before implementation. Amendments to these regulations shall
follow the same procedure.
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Any dispute over interpretations of these regulations shall be resolved in the court of law based on the Chinese version.
